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DC VOTERSõ BILL OF RIGHTS  

As a registered voter in the District of Columbia, you have the right to:  

 

 Inspect a sample ballot posted in the polling place;  

 Vote in privacy at a polling place, regardless of physical disability;  

 Receive instructions on how to operate the voting equipment;  

 Bring voter information materials into the voting booth;  

 Take your time when voting;  

 Ask for and receive assistance from anyone you choose including a poll worker;  

 Vote a Provisional Ballot if your name is not on the list of voters in your precinct;  

 Receive a new ballot if you make a mistake before casting your ballot;  

 Cast a ballot if you are in line when the precinct closes;  

 Vote free from threat or intimidation from election officials or any other person; and  

 Cast a ballot using voting equipment that accurately counts all votes.  

 

You have the right to take this bill of rights into the voting booth with you. 
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SECTION I:  DISTRICT  ELECTION OFFICIALS  
 

I. DC BOARD OF ELECTION S & ETHICS  

 

The DC Board of Elections & Ethics (the òBoardó) is the independent agency of the DC 

government responsible for the administration of elections, ballot access, and voter 

registration.  The Board consists of three active Board members.  It appoints an Executive 

Director and a General Counsel.  The Board members are appointed by the Mayor and 

confirmed by the Council of the District of Columbia.   

 

II.  PRECINCT ELECTION OFFICIAL S (PRECINCT CAPTAINS ) 

 

The Board appoints precinct election officials to work at polling sites.  Each precinct has a 

Precinct Captain responsible for all workers at that site.  The Precinct Captain has full 

authority to maintain order, pursuant to the regulations outlined herein, including full 

authority to request police officials to enforce lawful orders of the Precinct Captain.

SECTION II:   VOTER REGISTRATION  
 

I. INFORMATION FOR REGI STRANTS  
 

A.  Eligibility  

 

To register to vote in DC, an individual must: 

 Be a citizen of the United States;  

 Have retained a residence in DC for at least 30 days preceding the next election;  

 Not claim voting residence or the right to vote in any other state or territory;  

 Be at least 17 years of age, and be 18 years old on or before the date of the next 

general election;  

 Not be incarcerated for a crime that is a felony in DC; and  

 Not be judged legally incompetent to vote by a court of competent jurisdiction.

An elector may vote in the primary election of a political party if he or she: (a) Is a 

registered voter whose voter registration application indicates an affiliation with the party 

holding the primary election, and (b) has not changed his or her party affiliation during the 

30 days preceding the primary election.  Source: 3 DC Mun. Reg. §  500.12.  A 17 year old 

may register and is eligible to vote in a primary election provided he or she will turn 18 on 

or before the date of the general election.  Source: 3 DC Mun. Reg. § 500.4.  
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In order to register, an official application to register to vote must be completed and 

submitted by the applicant, attesting that the applicant meets the above-outlined 

requirements.  The registration application must be approved by the Board.  Source: 3 DC 

Mun. Reg. § 500.1. 

 
Federal Applicants 

DC allows certain individuals to apply as òfederal electorsó or òoverseas electors,ó who may 

vote only in federal elections conducted in DC.  In addition, members of the Armed Forces 

and certain other voters may request an application for an absentee ballot to vote in federal 

elections conducted in DC.  Federal electors and overseas electors must request and 

submit absentee ballots as described below. 

 

Federal Electors:  Any person absent from DC may register as a federal elector under the 

provisions of the Voting Rights Act of 1965 if he/she: 

 Is a citizen of the United States; 

 Resided or was domiciled in DC but has moved to another state or territory and 

does not meet the voter registration residency requirements of that state or 

territory;  

 Is at least 17 years of age and will be will be 18 years old on or before the date of 

the next general election; 

 Has not been judged legally incompetent by a court of competent jurisdiction; and 

 Is not incarcerated for conviction of a felony in the District.

Overseas Electors:  A citizen of the United States residing outside of the United States may 

register as an overseas elector under the Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee 

Voting Act (òUOCAVAó) if he/she meets the following requirements: 

 Is an òoverseas voteró as defined by the UOCAVA because he/she is: 

o A member of the Armed Forces while in active forces, or a spouse or dependent of a 

member; 

o A member of the Merchant Marine or a spouse or dependent of a member; or 

o A citizen of the United States temporarily living outside the United States, or a spouse 

or dependent of such a citizen 

 Resided or was domiciled in DC immediately prior to departure from the United 

States and does not claim voting residence or the right to vote in any other state or 

territory, although he or she may not now qualify as a DC resident; 

 Is at least 17 years old and will be 18 years old on or before the date of the next  

general election; 

 Has not been judged legally incompetent by a court of competent jurisdiction; and 
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 Is not incarcerated for conviction of a felony in the District.

An Overseas Elector who is absent from DC may obtain from the Board or the federal 

government a Federal Government Post Card Application (FPCA) for: (a) simultaneous 

voter registration and request for an absentee ballot; (b) a request for an absentee 

ballot; or (c) Simultaneous registration update notification (changes in name, address, or 

party preference) and a request for an absentee ballot.

College Student Eligibility 

Note that the Equal Protection Clause of the Fourteenth Amendment to the United States 

Constitution guarantees the rights of student voters to register and cast a ballot on equal 

terms as non-student residents in the location where they go to school.  Consequently, 

election officials may not prohibit students from registering, nor require students to 

complete any additional registration materials, based on their status as students. 
 

Felony Conviction and Restoration of Voting Rights  

In DC, a voter who is released from incarceration for a felony has his/her right to vote 

automatically restored upon release from confinement.  The individual must re-register to 

vote, however.  Registration does not occur automatically upon release from confinement.

B. Requesting Registration Applications   

 

There are several different ways to register to vote.  An applicant may apply in person at 

the office of the Board of Elections, the Department of Motor Vehicle, or various other 

designated voter registration agencies throughout DC, including the Department of 

Corrections, the Department of Youth Rehabilitation Services, the Office of Aging, the 

Department of Parks and Recreation, and the Department of Human Services.  Source:  3 

DC Mun. Reg. § 506.1.   Voters also may now register on Election Day directly at their 

designated polling place location.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 513.1.  In addition, homebound 

or disabled voters may receive assistance in registering to vote.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

504.1.  

 

Applications may be picked up at the DC Public Library, the DC Fire and Emergency 

Medical Services Department, and the DC Metropolitan Police Department, and any other 

executive agency designated by the Mayor in writing.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 505.3.  
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However, the staff at these locations do not accept applications, nor do they assist voters 

with the application procedure.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 505.6.

C. Submitting Registration Applications  

 

Registering to Vote 

Registering to Vote at the Board of Elections:  A qualified voter may appear in person at the 

Boardõs office to complete and sign a voter registration application between 8:30 a.m. and 

4:45 p.m., Monday through Friday.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 503.1.  These hours and days 

may be expanded by the Boardõs Executive Director based on the level of registration 

activity.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 503.2.    

 

Registering to Vote through the Bureau of Motor Vehicles:  The Department of Motor 

Vehicles (DMV) provides a registration form for issuance, renewal, or correction of the 

applicantõs driverõs license or non-driverõs identification card that also serves as a voter 

registration form.  Each application will automatically serve as an application to register to 

vote in DC, unless the applicant fails to sign the voter registration portion of the form.  

Applicants are free to fill out only the driverõs license or identification card portion of the 

form without registering to vote.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 508.1 - 508.4.  Applicants who 

are already registered to vote may update their voter registration information by using the 

same form.  The information will be updated automatically unless the voter indicates that 

the application is not for voter registration purposes.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 508.5. 

 

Registering to Vote through Other Agencies:  òVoter registration agenciesó distribute a 

voter registration application with each application for services or assistance, and with each 

recertification, renewal, or change of address form relating to such services or assistance, 

unless the applicant, in writing, declines to register to vote.  They also collect completed 

applications.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 507.1(a), (e).  The Department of Corrections, the 

Department of Youth Rehabilitation Services, the Office of Aging, the Department of Parks 

and Recreation, and the Department of Human Services are designated as voter registration 

agencies.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 506.1.  The Mayor may designate any other executive 

branch agency of the DC government as a voter registration agency by filing written notice 

of the designation with the Board.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 506.2.  Voter registration 

agencies must assist applicants complete the registration application form, unless an 

applicant refuses the assistance.  They also provide to each applicant information regarding 

registration for service or assistance, recertification or renewal, or change of address.  If a

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voter registration agency provides services to a person with a disability at the personõs 

home, then that agency must also provide voter registration assistance to the person at the 

personõs home.

Registering to Vote at the Polls: A qualified voter may register to vote by appearing in 

person at the polling place for the precinct in which the individual maintains residence by 

completing a voter registration application, taking an oath/affirmation, and providing proof 

of residence.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 513.1.  A previously registered voter, however, 

may not change his or her party affiliation on election day.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

513.3.  

 

Registering to Vote by Mail: A qualified voter may register to vote, or to change his or her 

name, address, or party preference by mailing a complete voter registration application to 

the Board.  Mailed voter applications and update notifications post-marked no later than 30 

days preceding an election will be processed prior to the election; mailed voter applications 

and update notifications received during the 30 days immediately preceding the election will 

be held and processed after the election.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 509.1 ð 509.4 

 
D. Improper Activities by Voter Registration Agencies  

 

No person who provides a voter registration service at a DC government agency, including 

the Bureau of Motor Vehicle Services, shall: 

 Seek to influence an applicantõs political preference or party registration; 

 Display any political preference or party allegiance; 

 Make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of 

which is to discourage the applicant from registering to vote; or 

 Make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of 

which is to lead the applicant to believe that a decision to register or not to register 

has any bearing on the availability of services.

E. Registration Deadline  

 

Applicants can register to vote at any time.   

 

In-person registration at the Boardõs Office: Prior to the 30th day preceding an election, a 

qualified elector may submit a voter registration application, or submit a notice of a change 

of name, address or party preference by going in-person to the Boardõs office.  On or after 

the 30th day preceding an election, a qualified elector may still submit a voter registration 

application or notice of change of name or address, but may not change his or her party 
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affiliation prior to the election.  Requests for change of party affiliation received during the 

30 days that precede a primary election will be held and processed after the election.

In-person registration at the Polls:  Applicants can register to vote on Election Day at the 

polling place for the precinct in which the applicant maintains residence by completing a 

voter registration application, taking an oath/affirmation, and providing proof of residence.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 513.1.  A previously registered voter, however, may not change 

his or her party affiliation on election day.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 513.3. 

 

Registration by mail:  For registration by mail, the registration period for any election ends 

30 days prior to Election Day.  The Board will process mailed voter registration applications 

and registration update notifications received postmarked by not later than the 30th day 

preceding an election.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 509.3.  Registration applications and 

updates received or postmarked during the 30 days that immediately precede and include 

the date of the election will be held and processed after Election Day.  Source:  3 DC Mun. 

Reg. § 509.4.  If the registration by mail deadline falls on a Saturday, Sunday, or a holiday, the 

deadline is automatically extended to the next business day.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

509.2.  An application for voter registration, or a notice of a change of name, address, or 

party, which is delivered by mail and postmarked by the U.S.  Postal Service is considered 

received by the Board on the date of the postmark.  Source:  3 Mun. Reg. § 509.6. 

 

In-person registration at a Voter Registration Agency:  For registration at a Voter 

Registration Agency, the registration period for any election ends 30 days prior to Election 

Day.  Prior to the 30th dray preceding an Election, a qualified elector may register to vote, 

or change his or her name, address, or party preference by completing a designated form at 

a voter registration agency.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 511.1.  On or after the 30th day 

preceding an election, a qualified elector may not register to vote, or change his or her 

name, address or party preference at a voter registration agency.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 

§ 511.3.  An application for voter registration, or a notice of a change of name, address, or 

party, which is filed at a voter registration agency is considered to be received by the Board 

on the date of filing.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 511.5. 

 

An application for voter registration, or a notice of a change of name, address, or party, 

which is filed with the DMV is considered to be received by the Board on the date it was 

accepted by the DMV.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 508.7.  The DMV must designate the 

date of acceptance on each form and forward forms to the Board not later than 10 days 

after acceptance.  However, if the voter registration application is within 5 days before the 

deadline for voter registration in any election, the application must be transmitted by the 
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DMV to the Board not later than 5 days after the date of acceptance.  Source:  3 Mun. Reg. 

§§ 508.6, 508.8. 

 

Deadlines for changes of party affiliation:  A registered voter may give notice of selection or 

change of party affiliation prior to the 30th day preceding a primary election.  The effective 

date of the selection or change will be the date the notice is received by the Board, except 

that no such selection or change of party affiliation will be effective if received during the 30 

day period immediately preceding an election.  Requests for selection or changes to a 

political party affiliation received during the 30 days that immediately precede and include 

the date of the primary election will be held and processed after the election.  Source:  3 

Mun. Reg. §§ 517.1 ð 517.2. 

 
F. Challenging a Rejected Registration Application  

 

Within 19 calendar days after receipt of a registration application by the Board, the Board 

must send each new applicant a voter registration notification advising of the acceptance or 

rejection of the registration application by its chief voter registration official.  If the 

application is rejected, the notification must include the reason(s) for the rejection and must 

inform the voter of his/her rights to appeal the rejection.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 

514.1, 514.2.  If an individualõs application is complete and accepted, the notification will list 

the individualõs contact information, party affiliation (if any), ward, precinct, and Advisory 

Neighborhood Commission single-member district, as well as the address of the individualõs 

polling place.  Source: DC St. § 1-1001.07(e)(2).  If an applicant does not receive any 

acknowledgement of a voter registration application, he/she should contact the Board.  If 

possible, the registrant should also complete another voter registration application at the 

Board to ensure proper processing. [NO CITATION] 

 

If the individualõs voter registration application is rejected, the Board will immediately notify 

the individual of the rejection and the reason therefor by first class mail.  The individual may 

request a hearing before the Board within 14 days after the notification is mailed.  The 

Board shall hold the hearing within 30 days after receipt of the request.  At the hearing, the 

applicant and any interested party may appear and give testimony on the issue.  The Board 

shall determine the issue within 2 days after the hearing.  Any aggrieved party may appeal 

the decision of the Board to the Superior Court of the District of Columbia within 3 days 

after the Boardõs decision.  The decision of the Court is final and is not subject to appeal.  If 

any part of the process is pending on the date of any election, the person whose 

registration is in question is permitted to cast a ballot in the election; however, the vote will 

be designated òchallenged.ó  The vote will be counted in the election only if the applicant is 

ultimately deemed to be a qualified registered elector.  Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.07(e)-(f). 
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G. DC Voter Registration Posti ngs 

 

No later than 45 days preceding any election, the Board will post a DC-wide alphabetical 

list of qualified electors registered to vote in DC in the main public library and will post an 

alphabetical ward list of qualified registered electors for each ward in each branch library 

located within the respective ward.  Such lists shall be current as of the 60th day preceding 

the election.  Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.07(h)(1). 

 

No later than 14 days preceding each election, the Board will post in DC public buildings a 

copy of the list of qualified electors registered to vote as of the date the voter registry 

closed.  Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.07(h)(2). 

 

The above-outlined posting requirements do not apply when a special election is held to fill 

a vacancy in an Advisory Neighborhood Commission single-member district.  Source:  DC 

St. § 1-1001.07(h)(3). 

 
H.  Removal From Registration Lists  

 

Once a voter is registered, the Board may not remove the name of that voter from the 

registration books except under the following circumstances: 

 Death of the voter; 

 Change in residence from DC; 

 Signed authorization from a voter, or written notification from the voter that he/she 

is not a qualified elector; 

 Incarceration following a felony conviction; 

 Successful challenge to voter registration; 

 Falsification of information on the voter registration application;  

 Declaration of mental incompetence by a court of competent jurisdiction; or 

 In the case of a registrant whose registration is deemed inactive, failure to provide 

the Board with a current residence address in the District, in writing, or failure to 

vote in any election in accordance with D.C. Code § 1-1001.07(i)(4)(B) by not later 

than the day after the date of the second general election for federal office that 

occurs after the date of the notice.

Notice Procedures 

In January of each odd-numbered year, the Board confirms the address of each registered 

voter who did not confirm his/her address through the voting process or file a change of 

address at the polls in the preceding general election by mailing a first-class non-forwardable 
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canvass postcard to the address listed on the Boardõs records.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

518.1.   

 

If the U.S. Postal Service returns the notice and provides a new address for the registrant 

within DC, the Board will change the address on its records and mail to both the old and 

new address of the registrant a forwardable notification  advising the registrant that the 

address has been changed to reflect the information obtained from the U.S. Postal Service.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 518.2.   

 

If the U.S. Postal Service returns the notice as undeliverable and provides a new address 

outside DC, the Board will mail a forwardable notice to both the old and new address 

informing the registrant how to register to vote in the new jurisdiction or correct the 

address information obtained from the U.S. Postal Service.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

518.3. 

 

If the U.S. Postal Service returns the notice to the Board as undeliverable and no new 

address is available, the Board will mail to the registrant at his/her last known address the 

notice specified in the paragraph immediately preceding this one.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 

§ 518.4. 

 
Program for the Removal of Voters Who Have Changed Residence 

If the Board mails the above-referenced notice and the registrant fails to respond to the 

notice and fails to vote during the period beginning on the date the notice was mailed and 

ending on the day after the second general election for federal office, the registrantõs name 

will be removed from the voter roll.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 518.7. 

 

As part of its systematic voter roll maintenance program, the Board may develop additional 

procedures to identify and remove from the voter roll registrants who are deceased and no 

notification was received from the Bureau of Vital Statistics, who have moved from DC and 

no notification was received from the registrant or the U.S. Postal Service, or who 

otherwise no longer meet the qualifications of duly registered voters.  Source:  3 DC Mun. 

Reg. § 519.2. 

 
Correcting the Registration List: Applications and Challenges 

Any duly registered voter, no later than 45 days before any election, may: 

 Challenge the registration of any person whom the voter believes is fictitious, 

deceased, a disqualified person, or otherwise ineligible to vote (except with respect 

to a change of residence); and 

 Request the addition of any person whose name has been erroneously omitted or 

canceled from the registration roll.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 521.1.  
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Applications for the correction of the voter roll or the challenge of the right to vote of any 

person named on the voter roll must be in writing and include any evidence in support of 

the challenge that the registrant is not qualified to be a registered voter.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. § 521.4. 

 

The Board will send notice to any person whose registration has been challenged, at the 

address listed on the Boardõs records, along with a copy of any evidence filed in support of 

the challenge.  The notice sent to a person whose registration has been challenged will be 

sent to the address listed on the Boardõs records and will include a statement that the 

registrant must respond to the challenge not later than 30 days from the date of the mailing 

of the notice or be cancelled from the voter roll.  The Boardõs chief voter registration 

official will make a determination with respect to the challenge, based on any evidence 

presented, within ten days of receipt of the challenged registrantõs response.  After making 

a determination with respect to the challenge, the Boardõs chief voter registration official 

will notify, by first-class mail, both the challenged registrant and the person who filed the 

challenge.  Within 14 days of the date that the notice is mailed, any aggrieved party may 

appeal the chief voter registration officialõs determination to the Board.  The Board must 

conduct a hearing and issue a decision within 30 days of receipt of the written appeal 

notice.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 521.5 ð 521.10. 

 

With respect to a request to add a person to the voter roll, if the Boardõs records do not 

evidence that the named individual has been erroneously omitted or cancelled, the Board 

shall send notice of such, by first-class (forwardable) mail to the individual named in the 

request and the person who filed the request.  The notice will advise the requester that the 

person whose name was allegedly omitted or dropped from the registration roll needs to 

submit a Mail-In Registration Form so that the person may be added to the registration roll 

as a qualified registered elector.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 521.11 ð 521.12. 

 
I. Change of Residence 

 

A registered voter who moves from the address at which he/she is registered to vote must 

notify the Board, in writing, of the current residence address in accordance with the 

following procedure: 

 Prior to the 30th day preceding an election, a registered voter may give notice of 

change of address by: 

o Completing a change of address on a Voter Registration Application; 

o Filing a change of address by letter or post card; 

o Filing a change of address through the DMV or a voter registration agency; or 

o Completing any other form prescribed for this purpose by the Board. 
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 On or after the 30th day preceding an election, a registered voter may change his or 

her address in-person at the Boardõs office or on election day at the polling place 

serving the resident.  Requests for change of address other than those made in-

person during the 30 days that immediately precede and include the date of the 

election shall be held and processed after the election.

The effective date of a change of address is the date that the change is received by the 

Board, unless the notice of change of address is held and processed after the election as 

described in the preceding section.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 516.4.   

 

Voters who have moved within DC must vote at the polling place of their new residence.  If 

they were registered at their previous address, they may vote by special ballot at the polling 

place for their new residence, and establish identity and current residence at the time of 

voting.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 714.1(g), 714.3. 

 
II.  VOTER REGISTRATION P ROBLEMS 

 

The following statement must appear on any voter registration documents and document(s) 

for service or assistance, recertification, renewal or change of address: òIf you believe that 

someone has interfered with your right to register or decline to register to vote, your right 

to privacy in deciding whether to register or in applying to register to vote, or your right to 

choose your own political party or other political preference, you may file a complaint with 

the chief administrative officer of the Board of Elections and Ethics,ó as well as the name, 

title, address, and telephone number of the chief administrative officer.  Source:  DC St. § 1-

1001.07(d)(3)(D). 

 

An allegation of violation of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993, or any violations 

of registration procedures, including assistance that must be provided to registrants, may be 

made in writing, filed with the chief administrative officer of the Board, and should include 

concise details regarding the alleged violation.  Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.07(d)(11). 

 
III.  ASSISTANCE  WITH REGISTRATION AN D OTHER ELECTION 

DOCUMENTS  

 

An applicant for voter registration who is unable to sign or to make a mark on the 

registration form, due to a disability, may apply with the assistance of another person 

provided that the application is accompanied by a signed affidavit from the person providing 

the assistance that states the following: 

 He/she has provided assistance to the applicant; 
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 The applicant is unable to sign the registration form or to make a mark in the space 

provided for his/her signature; 

 He/she has read or explained the information contained in the application and the 

voter declaration to the applicant, if the applicant cannot read the information; and 

 He/she has read or explained the penalties for providing false information on the 

registration application, if the applicant cannot read the information.

SECTION III:  POLLIN G PLACES AND PREPARA TION FOR 

ELECTION DAY  
 

I. PREPARATION FOR ELEC TION DAY  

 
A.  Voting Equipment and Tes ting of Voting Machines  

 

DC utilizes a variety of voting equipment, including optical scan voting equipment (OSVE) 

and Direct Recording Electronic (DRE) voting equipment.  The polling official will provide 

instructions (including written instructions) for using the voting equipment.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. §§ 710.8, 713.11. 

 

The Board maintains a website (http://www.dcboee.org) which provides information about 

the voting equipment.  Each voting system used in DC must meet or exceed the standards 

set forth in the Help America Vote Act (HAVA).  Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.09(k)(1)(A). 

 

The automatic tabulating system must undergo a complete test prior to the election.  Not 

more than 10 days before Election Day, the Board shall have any automatic tabulating 

equipment tested to ensure the system will accurately count the votes cast.  Any errors 

must be corrected and re-tested before the automatic tabulating system is approved for 

counting actual ballots.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 800.1, 800.2, 800.5. 

 

A public test of the system must be conducted within 4 days before the election.  The 

system tested must be the same as the system used for counting purposes on Election Day.  

Notice of the test shall be given at least 7 days prior to the test.  The test must 

demonstrate to the Board that the system is operating accurately and in accordance with 

programs instituted by the Board.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 801. 

 
B. Polling Place Locations

(http://www.dcboee.org) allows voters to determine the correct polling place based on the 

voterõs address or by precinct.  

 

In addition, for each primary and general election, qualified electors may choose to cast a 

full ballot for their precinct at early voting centers according to procedures established by 

the Board.  The Board will designate no fewer than four early voting centers to be equitably 

distributed geographically throughout DC.  The Boardõs office shall serve as the early voting 

center for the in-person absentee ballot voting period.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 703.1 ð 

703.4.  Information regarding the number and location of early voting centers can be found 

on the Boardõs website (http://www.dcboee.org). 

 

C. Secrecy of the Ballot and Ballot Boxes  

 

Before any optical scan voting equipment (OSVE) is used for deposit of voted ballots, the 

Precinct Captain must follow specific procedures to ensure the equipmentõs secrecy and 

security.  Once the Precinct Captain has examined the equipment as required, polling 

officials will monitor the equipment and preserve the secrecy of each voterõs ballot.  At all 

times through the close of the polls, the polling official attending the OSVE shall assertain 

that: (a) only official ballots are deposited in the OSVE; (b) nothing is removed from the 

OSVE; and (c) the secrecy of each voterõs ballot is preserved.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

712. 

 
II.  POLLING PLACE PROCED URES DURING VOTING  

 

A.  Hours of Operation  

 

Early voting centers will be open at least seven days prior to Election Day, from the hours 

of 8:30 am to 7:00 pm, Monday through Saturday.  All persons standing in line at an early 

voting center at the time the early voting center closes shall be permitted to vote, if 

otherwise qualified.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 703.4 ð 703.5.  Additional information 

regarding the availability of early voting centers can be found on the Boardõs website 

(http://www.dcboee.org).  

 

On the day of the election, polling places are open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. except when 

a federal or DC court extends the polling hours by court order.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

704.1.  When the polls close, any qualified voter standing in line will be permitted to vote.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 704.2. 

 

Contact the DC Board of Elections and Ethics at (202) 727-2525 if the polls are not open 

between 7:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m., including if any problems (e.g., problems with the voting

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machines, insufficient availability of ballots) cause a polling place to close any time between 

7:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.  If voters are experiencing problems with individual voting machines, 

these problems should be immediately brought to the attention of the Precinct Captain.

VOTE. 

 
B. Checking -In at the Polling Place; Obtaining a Ballot  

 

Each early voting center and polling place has an alphabetical list (a.k.a., a òMaster Indexó) of 

all persons registered in that precinct and eligible to vote in the election, including each 

personõs name, party affiliation (where applicable), and ANC single member district (where 

applicable).  When a registered voter appears at the polling place to vote, an election official 

will find the voterõs listing and read aloud the name, address, party affiliation and ANC single 

member district (where applicable) before the voter signs the Master Index or other record 

prescribed by the Board.  By signing, the voter indicates his/her confirmation that the 

voterõs information shown on the Boardõs records is correct.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 

713.4 ð 713.8. 

 

After the voter signs the Master Index, the polling official will issue a voter card to the 

voter, require the voter to print his/her name on the voter card, read aloud twice the 

name, and ascertain what type of voting equipment the voter will use.  Source:  3 DC Mun. 

Reg. §§ 713.9 ð 713.10. 

 
III.  INFORMATION POSTED A T POLLING LOCATIONS  

 

A.  Sample Ballots  

 

The Board shall publish a sample copy of the official ballot to be used in each election 

(except ones used in the Advisory Neighborhood Commissions elections) in one or more 

local newspapers not more than 7 days before the election.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

701.2.  In addition to viewing sample ballots, voters may receive assistance or instructions 

from the Precinct Captain or another individual (other than a poll watcher or election 

observer, the voterõs employer or agent of the employer, or officer or agent of the voterõs 

union) at the polling place who is capable of instructing and assisting voters in the different 

methods of voting.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 710.1- 710.2. 

 
B. Mandatory Postings   

 

The following information must be posted in every polling place on Election Day: 

 A sample version of the ballot that will be used for that election; 
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 The hours that the polling place will be open; 

 Instructions for mail-in registrants and first-time voters; 

 Instructions on the proper manner of completing a ballot, including a special ballot; 

 General information on voting rights under applicable federal and DC laws, including 

information on the right of an individual to cast a special ballot and instructions on 

how to contact the appropriate officials if these rights are alleged to have been 

violated; and  

 General information regarding prohibitions against acts of fraud and 

misrepresentation. 

Source:  DC St. § 1-1001.05(i). 

 

IV.  WHO MAY BE PRESENT A T THE POLLING PLACE  

 

A.  Generally   

 

Only designated representatives of the Board, police officers, qualified poll watchers or 

election observers, persons actually engaged in voting, and persons authorized by the Board 

are allowed to enter the polling place.  The Master Index is available for public inspection.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 709.3, 713.4.   

 
B. Poll Watchers  and Election Observers  

 

Each qualified candidate seeking election and the proponents and opponents of proposed 

initiatives, referendum and recall measures, and charter amendments may petition the 

Board for credentials to serve as poll watchers at any early voting centers, polling places or 

ballot counting places.   Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.1.  Persons who wish to witness the 

administration of elections, including nonpartisan or bipartisan, domestic or international 

organizations, who are not affiliated with a candidate or ballot measure may petition the 

Board for credentials authorizing election observers at any early voting centers, polling 

places or ballot counting places.   Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.2.  The petition must be 

filed with the Board at least two weeks before the election on a form prepared by the 

Board.  Less than two weeks before each election, the Board reserves the right to accept 

additional petitions based upon available space.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.3.   

 

At the time of filing, the poll watcher petition form must include the name, address, 

telephone number, and signature of the candidate, proponent or opponent with the office 

for which he/she is a candidate; the name, address, and telephone number of a watcher 

supervisor if designated by the candidate; the location where the access credentials are 

sought; the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of 2 or 3 people who are authorized 

to represent the candidate as poll watchers and receive badges from the Board; and a 
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certificate from the applicant that each proposed poll watcher is a qualified elector and will 

conform to the regulations applicable to poll watchers.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.4.  

At the time of filing, the election observer petition form much include the name, address, 

and telephone number of the organization or individual seeking credentials; the name, 

address, and telephone number of the election observer supervisor, if designated by an 

organization; the names, addresses, and telephone numbers of all observers who will be 

receiving badges; the location where access credentials are sought;  the names, addresses, 

and telephone numbers of 1 ð 3 people authorized to receive badges from the Board; and a 

certificate from the applicant that each election observer selected shall conform to the 

regulations of the Board.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.5.  The Board may limit the 

number of poll watchers or election observers to ensure that the conduct of the election 

will not be disrupted.  The Board must make a ruling on poll watcher and election observer 

petitions not less than 10 days prior to an election.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 706.6 ð 

706.7. 

 

The Board will issue badges to each approved poll watcher or election observer with a 

space for the watcherõs or observerõs name and the name of the political candidate or party 

represented by the poll watcher or organization represented by the observer.  The badges 

must be worn in plain view by the authorized poll watcher or election observer when on 

duty at the polling place or counting place.  The poll watchers are permitted to observe the 

count, unofficially ascertain the identity of the people who have voted, report alleged 

discrepancies to the Precinct Captain, and challenge voters in accordance with the 

challenging procedures.  The election observers are permitted to observe the count, 

unofficially ascertain the identify of the people who have voted, and report alleged 

discrepancies to the Precinct Captain.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 706.11, 706.13, 706.15, 

706.16. 

 

Poll watchers and election observers may not: 

 Touch any official record, ballot, voting equipment, or counting form; 

 Interfere with the progress of the voting or counting; 

 Assist a voter with the act of voting; 

 Talk to any voter while the voter is in the process of voting, or to any counter 

while the count is underway (provided, however, that the poll watcher may request 

that a ballot be referred for ruling on its validity to a representative of the Board);  

 In any way obstruct the election process; or 

 Use any video or still camera inside the polling place while the polls are open for 

voting, or use any video or still camera inside the counting center if such use is 

disruptive or interferes with the administration of the counting process.

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V. POLLING PLACES:  CON DUCT, RULES AND PROH IBITIONS ON 

INTIMIDATION AND DEC EPTION OF VOTERS  

 

A.  Campaigning at the Polling Place  

 

No partisan or non-partisan political activity, or any other activity that may, in the judgment 

of the Precinct Captain, interfere with the orderly conduct of the election shall be 

permitted in, on, or within a reasonable distance (approximately 50 feet from any door used 

to enter the building for voting) outside the building used as an early voting center, polling 

place or ballot counting place.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 709.4 ð 709.5. 

 

Where possible, the border of this area shall be indicated by a chalk line or other physical 

marker.   A prohibited political activity includes any activity that is intended to persuade a 

person to vote for or against a candidate or measure, or desist from voting.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. §§ 709.7 - 709.8. 

 

If anyone violating these rules fails to cease and desist, then a member of the DC 

Metropolitan Police Department shall be requested to remove the person and/or take 

other appropriate action.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 709.10. 

 
B. Voter Intimidation; Interference with Voters; Unlawful Practices  

 

Immediately report any intimidation or other unlawful practice to the Board.  Additionally, 

report the conduct to Election Protection at 1-866-OUR-VOTE. 

 

No person who provides a voter registration service at any DC government agency, 

including the DMV, shall seek to influence a personõs political party preference, display any 

political party preference, make any statement to discourage the person from registering to 

vote, or lead any person to believe that the decision to register to vote has any impact on 

the availability of services or benefits.  Source:  DC Stat. §1-1001.07(d)(4). 

 

Voters may not be disturbed while voting and voting booths shall provide privacy for the 

voter while voting.  No one may enter a booth in which a voter is voting, or communicate 

with or disturb a voter while he or she is in the voting booth.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 

711.3, 711.6. 

 

No person may occupy a voting booth except to vote, or if authorized to do so, to provide 

assistance to a voter.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 711.5. 
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No partisan or nonpartisan political activity that may interfere with the orderly conduct of 

the election will be permitted in or on the building used as a polling place, or within a 

reasonable distance (50 feet) of any door used to enter the building for voting.  Where 

possible, the border will be indicated by a chalk line or other physical marker.  òPolitical 

activity,ó without limitation, includes any activity intended to persuade a person to vote for 

or against any candidate or measure, or to desist from voting altogether.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. §§ 709.4 - 709.8. 

 

SECTION IV:   VOTING  AND ELECTION DAY INF ORMATION  
 

I. GENERAL INFORMATION  

 

A.  Voters In Line When The Polls Close  

 

On the day of the election, polling places are open from 7:00 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. except in 

instances when the time established for closing the polls is extended pursuant to a federal 

or DC court order or Board order.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 704.1.  When the polls 

close, any otherwise qualified voters standing in line will be permitted to vote.  Source:  3 

DC Mun. Reg. § 704.2. 

 

Early voting centers are open from 8:30 am to 7:00 pm, Monday through Saturday, for no 

fewer than seven days prior to Election Day.  Persons standing in line at an early voting 

center at the time the early voting center closes shall be permitted to vote if otherwise 

qualified.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 703.4 ð 703.5.   

 
B. Casting a Ballot  

 Only duly registered voters can cast a regular ballot.  Each registered voter must 

cast a ballot at the precinct serving his/her residence address, provided that a duly 

registered voter may cast a special ballot at a precinct that is not his or her precinct 

of residence.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 713.2 - 713.3.  Qualified voters may also 

choose to cast a full ballot for their precinct at an early voting centers according to 

procedures established by the Board.  Source.:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 703.1.  Voters 

whose eligibility to vote cannot be determined at the polls on Election Day because 

of the reasons cited in § 714.1 may vote by special ballot.  Source.:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 

§ 714.2. 

 Any voter has the opportunity, if desired, to mark a demonstration ballot prior to 

entering the voting booth.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 710.9. 

 A voter may not enter a booth that is already occupied.  A voter must enter the 

booth alone to mark his/her ballot, except, for example, where a voter is receiving 
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authorized assistance.  A voter may take sample ballots and any other materials into 

the booth.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 711.1 - 711.3, 711.5. 

 No one may communicate with or disturb a voter while he/she is in the voting 

booth.  The voting booths shall provide privacy for the voter while voting.  Source:  

3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 711.3, 711.6. 

 No person may occupy a voting booth except to vote or, if authorized to do so, to 

provide assistance to a voter.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 711.5. 

 Each voter must mark his/her ballot promptly and leave the voting booth.  Source:  

3 DC Mun. Reg. § 711.4.  However, there is no limit on the amount of time a voter 

may use to cast his/her ballot.   [NO CITATION] 

 If a voter makes a mistake in marking the ballot or erroneously defaces or tears a 

ballot, he/she may give the spoiled ballot to a polling official, who will give the voter 

another ballot.  The voter must place the spoiled ballot in a spoiled ballot envelope 

provided by the polling official and seal the envelope before an additional ballot can 

be issued.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 716. 

 
C. Required  Identification  

 

First-time voters who register by mail must provide a copy of current and valid government 

photo identification, or a copy of a current utility bill, bank statement, government check, 

paycheck, or other document that shows his/her name and address.  The voter may mail in 

a copy of this information with the registration application, or may show such identification 

when voting for the first time.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 509.10.  If such a voter does not 

provide such identification, he/she will still be permitted to cast a special ballot.   Source:  3 

DC Mun. Reg. § 714.1(l).  Eligible voters registering on election day at his designated polling 

place must provide proof of residence, which is either a copy of a current and valid 

government photo identification, or a copy of a current utility bill, bank statement, 

government check, paycheck, or other document that shows his/her name and address.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 513.1, 513.4. 

 

There is no other provision in DC law requiring a voter to show identification.  Most voters 

should be permitted to cast a regular ballot without showing identification. 

 
II.  ASSISTANCE TO VOTERS  AT THE POLLING PLACE  

 

Any voter who requires assistance to vote may be given assistance by a person of the 

voterõs choice, other than a poll watcher or election observer, the voterõs employer or 

agent of that employer, or officer or agent of the voterõs union.  Capable assistance shall be 

made available to any voter requesting assistance at the polls.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 

710.1 - 710.2. 
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Each polling place must have an official who is specifically trained to provide assistance to 

voters.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 710.3.   Some types of assistance that are available 

include marking the ballot in accordance with a voterõs expressed wishes, reading the ballot 

to a voter whose vision is impaired or who cannot read, and recording a write-in vote.  

Assistance is available to help a voter complete a form if the voter is unable to do so due to 

disability, advanced age, or illiteracy.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 710.6. 

 

The list of polling places included in the Appendix indicates the polling places that are 

accessible to elderly and physically disabled voters and includes information regarding the 

locations of accessible entrances.  If a polling place is not accessible, a voter may vote from 

their car at curbside.  Precinct workers will bring a ballot to the voterõs car and allow the 

voter to mark and seal the ballot from the car. 

 

Each polling place will have a small quantity of Spanish-translated ballots.  Large poster-sized 

Spanish-translated ballots are also available in each of the DC polling locations.  Spanish 

ballots must be requested from an election official.  Voters who cannot read English should 

be permitted to have a person assist them in casting their ballots. 

 
III.  SPECIAL BALLOTS  

 

Any voters falling into one of the categories detailed below, and any voters whose eligibility 

cannot be determined at the polls on Election Day, may vote by special ballot.  A voter who 

submits a special ballot must sign an affirmation that states the voterõs address and belief 

that the voter is a registered voter or meets the qualifications of a registered voter.  Voters 

are also reminded of the serious criminal penalties for making false representations 

regarding oneõs qualifications to vote.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 714.1, 714.2, 714.4. 

 

Note:  The term òprovisional ballotó is used in the Help America Vote Act (HAVA).  DC 

uses the term òspecial ballotó instead of òprovisional ballot,ó but the terms have the same 

meaning. 

 

The following categories of voters are eligible to cast a special ballot: 

 An individual who is employed by the Board or employed by DC performing 

election duties which prevent the voter from voting the ballot in the voting precinct 

serving the voterõs current residence address; 

 An individual who wishes to vote in a precinct other than that serving the voterõs 

address because of age, disability, or limitation of health; provided that where the 

vote is to be cast outside the voter ward or single member district, written notice 
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from the voter shall be received by the Board prior to Election Day, so that the 

person may be provided a complete ballot; 

 An individual who is listed as an absentee voter on the alphabetical list of registered 

voters in the precinct but claims that he/she has not voted by absentee ballot; 

 An individual who is listed on the alphabetical list of registered voters in the 

precinct but claims, in a primary election, that the party affiliation indicated on the 

listing is in error; 

 An individual who is listed on the alphabetical list of registered voters in the 

precinct but claims, in a general election, that the ANC Single-Member District 

indicated on the listing is in error; 

 An individual who alleges that his/her name has been erroneously omitted from the 

list of registered voters, or alleges that his/her name or address is erroneously 

printed on the list of registered voters; 

 An individual who has moved from the address as listed on the Boardõs registration 

records and presents himself or herself to vote at the precinct serving his/her 

current residence address; 

 An individual who has been deemed òinactiveó on the voter roll and presents 

himself or herself to vote at the address serving his/her current residence address; 

 An individual voter whose voter qualification has been challenged under 3 DC Mun. 

Reg. § 708, and that challenge has been accepted, in which case the ballot shall be 

designated as òchallengedó on the special ballot envelope; 

 An individual whose voter registration notification was sent to the voter, but 

returned to the Board by the U.S. Postal Service within 30 days prior to the election 

indicating that the person does not reside at the address of voter registration.  In 

this case, the ballot will be designated as òadministratively challengedó on the special 

ballot envelope; 

 An individual who votes in an election for federal office as a result of a federal or 

DC court order or any order extending the poll-closing time that had been in effect, 

pursuant to statute, 10 days before the date of the election;  

 An individual who has not previously voted in a federal election in DC and who 

registers to vote by mail and fails to present, either at the time of registration, at 

the polling place, or when voting by mail, either a copy of a current and valid photo 

identification, a copy of a current utility bill, bank statement, government check, 

paycheck, or other document that shows his/her name and address; 

 An individual who resides temporarily at a DC licensed nursing home or assisted 

living facility, or at a qualified retirement home; 

 An individual who has registered to vote on or after the date that in-person 

absentee voting begins at the early voting center at the Boardõs office for an election 

occurring before December 31, 2010; or 
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 An individual who has registered to vote on or after the date that in-person 

absentee voting  begins at the early voting center at the Boardõs office for an 

election occurring after December 31, 2010, and did not present a valid, 

government-issued photo identification card showing the individualõs address. 

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 714.1, 714.9, 714.10. 

 

The election official will witness the voter signing the affirmation on the special ballot 

envelope.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 714.6.  The special ballot envelope shall provide space 

for the name and residence of the voter, the reason for voting the special ballot, the voterõs 

date of birth, the precinct in which the voter is casting the ballot, and any other information 

that is necessary to determine if the person is qualified to vote.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 

714.7.   

 

Additionally, the election official will mark the ballot òSpecial,ó and provide the voter with 

the ballots, an inner envelope to ensure the secrecy of the ballot., and written notification 

of appeal rights if the Board decides not count the special ballot.   Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. 

§ 714.8.  The election official must also instruct the voter on designating choices on the 

ballot, placing the voted ballot into the inner envelope, placing the inner envelope containing 

the voted ballot into the special ballot envelope, and placing the sealed envelope into the 

special ballot box.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 714.11.   

 

At the time of casting a special ballot, election officials must provide the voter with a 

written notice indicating the manner in which he/she may learn whether the Board has 

accepted the voterõs special ballot, and of the dates scheduled for hearings for voters whose 

special ballots are rejected to contest the Boardõs determination if they petition to do so.  

Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 715.2.  For example, the Board is required to maintain a 

dedicated section of the Boardõs website or a telephone service during regular business 

hours that allows any voter who has cast a special ballot to find out the Boardõs preliminary 

decision to count or reject the ballot, along with the reasons for each decision.   Source:  3 

DC Mun. Reg. § 715.3. 

 

The Board conducts hearings at which a voter may contest the Boardõs decision to reject 

his/her ballot.  These hearings are held no earlier than 8 days, and no later than 10 days, 

after the election.  A voter must petition the Board before appearing at such a hearing.  At 

the hearing, the voter may appear and give testimony regarding the rejection of the special 

ballot.  The Board must make a final determination whether to count or reject the special 

ballot within 2 days after the hearing.  The voter may appeal the Boardõs final determination 

to the DC Superior Court within 3 days after the date of the Boardõs decision.

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IV.  CHALLENGES  

 

Any duly registered voter or poll watcher may challenge the qualification of a prospective 

voter in an election by filling out a form provided by the Board that indicates the name of 

the person challenged, the basis for the challenge, and the evidence provided in support of 

the challenge.  The challenger shall also sign an affidavit declaring under penalty of perjury 

that the challenge is based on substantial evidence which he or she believes in good faith 

shows that the person challenged is not a qualified elector of the District.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. §§ 706.15, 707.1 - 707.3.  

 

A challenged voter has an opportunity to respond to the Precinct Captain who will affirm 

or deny the challenge based on the merits thereof.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 708.4 - 

708.5.  If the Precinct Captain denies the challenge, the challenger may appeal the decision 

before the challenged voter casts a regular ballot, or before either the challenger or the 

challenged voter leaves the polling place, whichever is earlier.

Even if the challenge is accepted by the Precinct Captain, the affected voter has the right to 

submit a special ballot, which will be designated as òchallengedó on the envelope.  Source:  3

SECTION V:  POST -ELECTION PROCEDURES  
 

I. CLOSING THE POLLS  

 

After the last vote has been cast, the Precinct Captain will, in the presence and view of the 

poll watchers, perform the following: 

 Remove all voted ballots from the OSVE and secure them in a transfer case for 

delivery to the Counting Center; 

 Remove any ballots that were deposited in the emergency ballot entry slot in the 

OSVE or in an auxiliary box, enter these ballots into the automatic tabulating 

system, secure these ballots in the transfer case, and seal the transfer case with a 

signed certificate; 

 Request and confirm the close of polls and produce the total vote count tape for all 

contests on the ballot in that precinct; 

 Enter the reading from the OSVEõs public counter onto the total vote count tape; 

 Remove and sign the total vote count tape, and seal it for delivery to the Counting 

Center; 
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 Place the OSVEõs memory card, or other electronic media, and the DREõs tabulation 

cartridge into a transfer case which must be sealed with a signed certificate for 

delivery to the Counting Center. 

 

The Precinct Captain shall then prepare a complete accounting of ballots issued to that 

polling place on the forms provided by the Board (the accounting of ballots must include the 

number of voted ballots, spoiled ballots, ballots that were not used, and received ballots).  

Upon completion of voting, a summary count of votes (for each contest) at each precinct 

shall be posted in such in a conspicuous place that can be seen from the outside of the 

polling place.  The Precinct Captain must prepare a report that indicates the numbers of:  

votes cast; persons who signed in; voter-verifiable records that arrived at the polling place 

before the polls opened; voter-verifiable records that were used; and unused voter-

verifiable records,  The Precinct Captain must also keep a record of the names and 

addresses of all individuals that attempted to register on election day but could not provide 

proof of residence, as well as all individuals who successfully registered and voted on 

election day.  The Precinct Captainõs reports and records must be made available for public 

inspection at a reasonable date following the election.   

 

The transfer cases containing the voted ballots, memory cards or other electronic media, 

and DRE tabulation cartridges shall be sent to the Counting Center following the closing of 

the polls.  All unused ballots and other election materials shall be returned to the Board.

II.  COUNTING THE BALLOTS  

 

A.  Generally.  

 

The processing of votes will start immediately after the close of polls on Election Day.  

Processing will occur under the supervision of the Board or its designees.  Source:  3 DC 

Mun. Reg. § 808.1.  The election officials who count the ballots will determine whether a 

ballot is valid.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. § 802.1.  All valid votes will be counted by 

automatic tabulation unless the Board decides otherwise.

Only persons who are qualified to operate the automatic vote tabulating machine may do 

so.

Upon receipt of the ballots at the Counting Center, a ballot inspection team assembles all 

ballots from a precinct and visually reviews the ballots for tabulating acceptability.  Source:  

3 DC Mun. Reg. § 804.1.  The number of ballots tallied for each precinct, groups of 

precincts, and DC-wide will be provided.

After the tabulation of votes, a consolidated report shall be produced showing the total 

votes cast for all offices.

§ 812.1.  Following the accounting, the votes shall be stored in a secure location for 12 

months for purely local elections and 22 months for elections containing federal contests.

Special ballots are not to be opened by members of the counting team.  Instead, they are 

delivered to the Counting Team Captain who will deliver the special ballots to a Board 

official for counting.

Damaged Ballots 

Any valid ballot which is unreadable by the automatic tabulation machine because of its 

physical condition is considered a òdamagedó ballot.

C. Recount Procedures   

 

The Board will order a recount if the certified election results show a margin of victory for 

a candidate that is less than one percent of the total votes cast in any election for President 

and Vice-President of the United States, Delegate to the House of Representatives, Mayor, 

Chairman of the Council, member of the Council, President of the Board of Education, or 

member of the Board of Education.  Source:  DC Stat. §1-1001.11(a)(2). 

 

The Board will order a recount if the DC Court of Appeals orders a recount pursuant to a 

petition to review an election.  Source:  DC Stat. §1-1001.11(b). 
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Any qualified candidate in any election may petition the Board in writing within 7 days after 

the Board certifies the election results, for a recount of the ballots cast in that election.  

The petitioner must include a deposit of $50.00 in the form of a check or money order for 

each precinct included in the recount.  The deposit is refunded if the recount changes the 

result of the election.  At any time, the candidate may request in writing that the recount be 

terminated and the Board will refund the deposit for any uncounted precincts.  If a petition 

prompted the recount, each candidate in the contested election is permitted to have 

watchers present during the recount.   Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 814, 816.3.   

 

SECTION VI:  ABSENTE E  VOTING  
  

 Absentee voting provides a means for qualified voters to vote if they are unable to go, or 

wish to avoid going, to the polls on Election Day. 

 

I. ELIGIBILITY TO VOTE BY ABSENTEE BALLOT   

 

Any voter may choose to vote by absentee ballot ð no excuse or justification is required.

 The voterõs name

 The Voterõs driverõs license number or the last four digits of the voterõs social 

security number; 

 The Voterõs date of birth; and  

 The voterõs original signature.

Requesting an Emergency Absentee Ballot

agent at the Board office from the sixth day before any election until the time the polls 

close on Election Day if: 

 The voter is physically unable to be present at the polls as a result of an illness or 

accident occurring after the deadline for requesting to vote absentee by mail;  

 The voter, having expected to recover from an illness by Election Day and to be 

able to vote at the polls, finds that after the deadline for requesting an absentee 

ballot by mail, he/she is physically unable to vote at the poll on Election Day; or 

 The voter is serving on a sequestered jury on Election Day.

An officer of the court in charge of a jury sequestered on election day may act as an agent 

for any registered voter sequestered, regardless of whether the officer is a registered voter 

in the District.

 Address from which the voter was previously registered to vote in DC; 

 Address to which the absentee ballot should be delivered, if applicable; 

 The voterõs drivers license number or the last four digits of the voterõs social security 

number; 

 The voterõs date of birth; and 
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 The voterõs original signature. 

An absentee Federal Ballot request sent electronically will be considered to contain an original 

signature.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 720.1 ð 720.2.   

 

A mailed or electronically received request for an absentee Federal Ballot must be received 

no later than the 7th day before the election.  A qualified federal elector may request an 

absentee Federal Ballot in person not earlier than 15 days before the election and not later 

than 4:45 p.m. on the day before the election.  Source:  3 DC Mun. Reg. §§ 720.3 ð 720.4.   

 
III.  RETURNING ABSENTEE B ALLOTS  

 

For an absentee vote to be counted, a voter may return the ballot by any of the following 

methods: 

 Mail; 

 Brought to any polling place for deposit in the ballot box on Election Day; or 

 Brought to the Boardõs office at any time before the close of the polls on Election 

Day.

Mailed absentee ballots must be postmarked no later than the day of the election.  Mailed 

absentee ballots must be received by the Board not later than ten days after the day of 

election for the ballot to be counted.

 Address to which the absentee ballot shall be delivered; 

 Preference of either mail or electronic delivery of the ballot; 

 Voterõs driverõs license number, the last four digits of the voterõs social security number, or 

the voterõs passport number or identification number issued by the Secretary of State.

The Board will transmit absentee ballots by no later than 45 days before the election if the 

ballot application is received at least 45 days before a general election.

All postmarked ballots must be post-marked not later than the day of the election, and all 

mailed (post-marked and non-postmarked) absentee ballots shall be received not later than 

10 days after the election.  The Board will take steps to reasonably investigate the timely 

completion of non-postmarked absentee ballots by checking tracking numbers or any other 

information available.

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(d) Has maintained a residence in the District for at least thirty (30) days preceding 

the next election and does not claim voting residence or the right to vote in any 

state or territory; and

sixteenth (16th) birthday and may vote in any election occurring on or after his or 

her seventeenth (17th) birthday, provided that the person is at least eighteen years 

of age on or before the next general election.

(a)  Is a duly registered voter whose voter registration application indicates an 

affiliation with the party holding the primary election; and

(A) Distribute with each application for service or assistance, and with each recertification, 
renewal, or change of address form relating to the service or assistance, a voter registration 

application, unless the applicant, in writing, declines to register to vote; 

(B) Provide assistance to applicants in completing voter registration application forms, 

unless the applicant refuses assistance; 

(C) Provide the services described in this paragraph at the person's home, if a voter 

registration agency provides services to a person with a disability at the person's home; and 

(D) Accept completed forms and forward these forms to the Board as prescribed in this 

section. 

(3) Each voter registration agency shall, on its own application, document, or on a separate 

form, provide to each applicant for service or assistance, recertification or renewal, or change 

of address the following information: 

(A) The question, òIf you are not registered to vote where you live now, would you like to 

apply to register to vote here today?ó; 

(B) Boxes for the applicant to check to indicate whether the applicant would like to register 

or decline to register to vote (failure to check either box being deemed to constitute a 

declination to register for purposes of subparagraph (C) of this paragraph, together with the 

statement (in close proximity to the boxes and in prominent type), òIF YOU DO NOT 

CHECK EITHER BOX, YOU WILL BE CONSIDERED TO HAVE DECIDED NOT TO 

REGISTER TO VOTE AT THIS TIME.ó; 

(C) The statement, òIf you would like help completing the voter registration application 

form, we will help you. The decision whether to seek or accept help is yours. You may 

complete the application form in private.ó; 

(D) The statement, òIf you believe that someone has interfered with your right to register 

or decline to register to vote, your right to privacy in deciding whether to register or in 

applying to register to vote, or your right to choose your own political party or other 

political preference, you may file a complaint with the chief administrative officer of the 

Board of Elections and Ethics.ó; the name, title, address, and telephone number of the chief 
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administrative officer shall be included on the form; and 

(E) If the voter registration agency provides public assistance, the statement, òApplying to 

register or declining to register to vote will not affect the amount of assistance that you will 

be provided by this agency.ó. 

(4) No person who provides a voter registration service at a District of Columbia 

government agency shall: 

(A) Seek to influence an applicant's political preference or party registration; 

(B) Display any political preference or party allegiance; 

(C) Make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of which is 

to discourage the applicant from registering to vote; or 

(D) Make any statement to an applicant or take any action the purpose or effect of which is 

to lead the applicant to believe that a decision to register or not to register has any bearing 

on the availability of services or benefits. 

(5) Each agency that has been designated a voter registration agency in paragraph (1) of this 

subsection shall provide to each applicant who does not decline to register the same degree 

of assistance with regard to the completion of the registration application form as provided 
by the office with regard to the completion of its own forms, unless the applicant refuses 

assistance. 

(6) No information that relates to a declination to register to vote in connection with an 

application made at an office described in this subsection may be used for any purpose other 

than voter registration. 

(7) No voter registration agency shall reveal whether a particular individual completed an 

application to register to vote except when ordered by the officer designated in paragraph 

(12)(A) of this subsection when a complaint has been filed pursuant to paragraph (11) of this 

subsection or pursuant to § 11 of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993. 

(8) A completed voter registration application or change of address or name accepted at a 

voter registration agency shall be transmitted by the agency to the Board by not later than 10 

days after its acceptance by the agency, except that if a voter registration application is 

accepted at a voter registration agency office within 5 days before the deadline for voter 

registration in any election, the application shall be transmitted by the agency to the Board 

not later than 5 days after the date of acceptance. 

(9) An application accepted at a voter registration agency shall be considered to have been 

received by the Board pursuant to subsection (e) of this section as of the date of acceptance 

by the voter registration agency. 

(10) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, the Board shall ensure that the identity of 

the voter registration agency through which any particular individual is registered to vote is 

not disclosed to the public. 

(11) An allegation of violation of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 or of this 

subchapter may be made in writing, filed with the chief administrative officer of the Board and 

detail concisely the alleged violation. 

(12)(A) The Board shall designate its chief administrative officer as the official responsible for 

the coordination of the District of Columbia's responsibilities under the National Voter 

Registration Act of 1993 and as the official responsible for the coordination of this 
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subchapter. 

(B) The chief administrative officer designated under subparagraph (A) of this paragraph and 

the Board shall have the authority: 

(i) To request any voter registration agency to submit in writing any reports and to 

answer any questions as the chief administrative officer or the Board may prescribe that 

relate to the administration and enforcement of the National Voter Registration Act of 

1993 and of this subchapter; and 

(ii) To bring a civil action in the Superior Court of the District of Columbia for 

declaratory or injunctive relief with respect to the failure of any voter registration agency 

to comply with the requirements of this subchapter. 

(13) The Board may adopt regulations with respect to the coordination and administration of 

the National Voter Registration Act Conforming Amendment Act of 1994 and the National 

Voter Registration Act of 1993. 

(14)(A) Agencies, other than voter registration agencies, may be designated as application 

distribution agencies. These agencies shall include the District of Columbia Public Library, the 

District of Columbia Fire Department, the Metropolitan Police Department, and any other 
executive agency the Mayor designates in writing. 

(B) Each application distribution agency shall request, and the Board shall provide, sufficient 

quantities of mail-in voter registration applications for distribution to the public. 

(C) These mail-in voter registration applications shall be placed in each office or substation 

of the agency in an accessible location and in clear view so that citizens may easily obtain a 

mail-in voter registration application. 

(D) Nothing in this subsection shall be deemed to require or permit employees of a mail-in 

voter registration application distribution agency to accept completed forms for delivery to 

the Board or to provide assistance in completing an application. 

 
III.  ASSISTANCE WITH REGI STRATION AND OTHER E LECTION 

DOCUMENTS

504.1 An applicant for voter registration who is unable to sign or to make a mark on a 

voter registration application, due to a disability, may apply with the assistance of 

another person; provided, that the voter registration application is accompanied 

with a signed affidavit from the person assisting the applicant which states the 

following: 

(a) That he or she has provided assistance to the applicant; 

(b) That the applicant is unable to sign the registration form or to make a mark in 

the space provided for his or her signature; 

(c) That he or she has read or explained the information contained in the 

application and the voter declaration to the applicant, if the applicant cannot read 

the information; and 
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(d) That he or she has read or explained the penalties for providing false information 

on the registration application, if the applicant cannot read the information.

801.3 Notice of the test shall be given to candidates, proponents and opponents of 

measures, party officials, the news media, and to any other public representatives 

the Board deems appropriate, at least seven (7) days before the test. 

801.4 The test procedure shall demonstrate to the reasonable satisfaction of the Board 

that the system is operating accurately and in accordance with the programs 

instituted by the Board.
